Introduction

In order to pass SPM7050 you will have to analyze a judgment of the Court of Justice (joined cases C-182 and 183/11). This judgment can be found on BlackBoard.
Assignment
The introduction of your analysis should contain:
· Who are the parties in this case?
· What are the facts?

· What is the legal question in this case? Why does the national court has doubts about the interpretation of EU law?

· How has this case reached the Court of Justice?
The body of your analysis should address at least:
· A short description of the relevant standing law and case law on this matter
· How does the Coditel judgment fit into this judgment (see http://eur-lex.europa.eu/nl/index.htm)?

· What is ‘new’ in this judgment compared to the standing law and case law?

· What will be the follow up of this judgment?

· What is your opinion about the judgment, both independently and as a part of the already developed body of case law?
Your analysis should be written in your own words. Use headings and paragraphs, but make sure your analysis is a coherent story! Remember that the emphasis is on legal analysis.
Formal requirements
